• Respond calmly to emergencies, crises, or urgent situations, including driving when 

required (Valid BC class 5 drivers’ license required)  

• Maintain a safe, quiet, and supportive environment 

• Communicate overnight observations and incidents to the care team at shift end 

• Perform light facility checks and routine tasks as needed

• Naloxone Training 

• Criminal Record Check (required)  

• Valid First Aid certification
