Develops and implements key training modules based on local services

Interviews past survivors of sexual assault to determine gaps in services

Works with survivors of abuse to provide connection to services

Engages multiple community members (individuals, businesses, non-profits, indigenous

organizations, and government) in open and solution focused discussion around services for

survivors

e Develops key relationships with helping agencies and volunteers that promote collaboration, open
mindedness, equitable and fair treatment without judgement.

e Offers training to key players about how to recognize and respond to sexual assault

e Uses a trauma informed perspective to offer support to survivors of sexual assault

e Commits to a social justice and/or feminist approach when working with clients and community
