Programming will
occur both at the Salvation Army building and on frequent field trips.

The incumbent will work within a team of co-workers and volunteers to provide a varied program for
children aged 5-12, including games, crafts, music, bible stories, hiking, swimming, and other activities in
accordance with The Salvation Army mission, values, and standards. The program will take place both at the
Salvation Army and on field trips.

o Comfortable praying with staff and campers as need arises.

« Ability to maintain focus on children and program operations daily.
